In the interest of safety during BiometriTech, TMC will ask each participant for an emergency contact person and phone number as well as their own cell phone or pager number, location where they are staying, and departure date (if applicable).  This information is to enable TMC to be able to communicate with each participant and if necessary, their designated contact person, in the event of an emergency.

Best Practices for Travelers:

· Be aware of your surroundings.  Whether in a meeting room, sleeping room, gym, or restaurant…know where the exits and fire extinguishers are located.

· Don’t wear your badge outside of the meeting venue.  
· If there is an evacuation, always take the stairs. 

· In the event of a fire alarm without a visible fire, cautiously proceed to the nearest exit.  Facilities will use the PA system to clarify the situation and give further instructions.
· Always carry identification.
· Always give your travel information to a family member or friend.
· Always have a “go-to” person to assist you with itinerary changes or transportation changes in an urgent situation.
